Lifelong Guidelines / Classroom Rules

1. Active Listening

2. No Put-Downs

The students will learn the meaning of each guideline and how the guidelines help them to become quality citizens.  They will be expected to follow the guidelines throughout the day, making the Rodgers community a better place to learn.

Behavior Management Strategy

The following behavior management strategy will be used in the classroom to encourage students to make good decisions while in school.  Each child will begin the day on a green card.  If a student chooses not to follow the Lifelong Guidelines they will turn their green card to a yellow, blue or red card to reflect their inappropriate behavior.



Card Colors

Green:  Super Day!


Yellow:  1st warning (warning/no direct consequence)


Blue:
 2nd warning (lose entire recess)

Red:  3rd warning (parents will be contacted and/or behavior plan will be filled out which must be reviewed by the parent, signed, and returned to school the next day)

Red +: Inappropriate behavior beyond red, or behavior plan not returned the following day, will result in a half hour after school detention on the following Thursday.
