	Divide each of your words into syllables.  You can use a dictionary to help you.

	Have an adult give you a practice test and sign it



	Write a story, letter, song, cartoon or math problems using at least 5 of your words. Underline each spelling word used. You must show an understanding of what your word means in this activity. 
	Write each word, then next to your word write at least two words that can be made using the letters in your word:

Example:  pickle:  pick, lick, pie, lip 
	Write each word 2 times- once in cursive and once printing.

	Write each word and next to it a picture that illustrates the word.
	Add prefixes or suffixes to your words to create new words. Underline your spelling word.

Example:  sign: 

signed, signing, designed
	Write all of your words in one color. Then trace over them in a second color. Then trace over them in a third color
